This award recognizes the accomplishments and significance of an individual or group that best exemplifies 
the spirit of Gadabout “Roscoe Vernon’ Gaddis” the flying fisherman from Maine. He brought the magic of 
fishing to the masses during the pioneering days of radio and then television with his weekly TV series “The 
Flying Fisherman”. He built the airstrip in Bingham from where the series was based. This award has been 
presented for over 30 years to those who have supported and shaped aviation in Maine and whose passions 
have championed general aviation throughout Maine and New England. Past winners include: Duke Tomlin, 
Grady Sharpe, Telford Allen, Max Folsom, Steve Welch, Mike Muchmore, and “Ma” Twitchell.
